1st Marriage: Joseph Earl Hall Jr., 6 Dec 1941 in Las Vegas, NV.  They heard about the attack on Pearl Harbor on the car radio riding back to L.A. the next day. Mary had two children, David & Janine with Joe.
2nd Marriage: David Donald Forbes, 1947, Los Angeles. Not much is known about this marriage. No children.
3rd Marriage: Mary met William Henry “Bill” Schuck while working as a waitress at Peanut’s Steak House in El Sereno. They married in 1950 and remained married until Bill’s death in 2013. The 3rd time was a “charm”.

Education: Mary dropped out of Wilson High School in El Sereno in 1942 to give birth to David. However, in the early 1950’s she returned to Baldwin Park High School and earned her diploma. This was very important to her.
Occupations: 
During WWII, Mary was a singer and performed for the servicemen at the famous Hollywood Canteen, the Roosevelt Hotel and other private venues. At that time, she was also a waitress at Peanut’s Steak House in El Sereno.
Mary was a housewife in West Covina, CA from 1950 until about 1955 when Bill started his own company (the “William H. Schuck Company” in Santa Ana, CA).  There she was the office manager (and still a housewife).
In the early 1970’s Bill & Mary closed the business and started managing hotels and apartment complexes in California and Arizona. They retired in Yuma in 1987, where they remained until their deaths.
Mary was very alert and active until her death. At 90, she was driving her car, riding her 3-wheeled bicycle, swimming and singing around the house.  She still sounded like she was 20.  She died suddenly from sepsis (unknown origin).  She was in close touch with her children who all called her weekly and visited when possible. She will be missed dearly.
